This year , I went to see t he Polar Bears ursus maritimus, the youngest member of the bear family , close by Churchill, Manitoba. The 

water shot is of Hudson Bay ; the bears are waiting for the water to freeze. In recent years late freezi ng has resulted in six weeks 

less time to hunt and feed. Already there are fewer yearlings, cubs are not surviving.  

According to Polar bears International  (PBI) , this particular population of bears in th is more southern habitat could be gone by 

2040.  The habitat is protected; denning takes place in th e Wapusk National Park. Tourism is eco-tourism.  

The town of Churchill no longer has a garbage dump; everything possible is recycled and all garbage is stored in an abandoned 

building.   Bears that wander into town are tranquilized, put in temporary holding  cells and helicoptered out to remote areas.  

There is no oil or gas to invite destruction of this tundra area, the glacier melt swept all the  fossilized forest area away.
